Native American Tribes, state government agencies, local
governments, and postsecondary academic institutions.

Enbridge is funding an Ecofootprint Grand Program to support environmental
efforts in the communities surrounding the proposed Line 5 Wisconsin Segment
Relocation Project.

Enbridge is partnering with Lumberjack Resource Conservation
& Development Council, Inc. to administer the Ecofootprint Grant
Program.
